	Principles for Organizing Seminar Type Courses

Syllabus must list lecturer of each week in detail, with name and lecture topic. 

	2.
The main instructor must lecture for at least 4 weeks. 

	3.
The main instructor must design the thematic structure and connect topics of every week to keep the theme uniform. 

	4.
The main instructor shall assist students to integrate content knowledge and learning results.
