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Evaluation Criteria

Students are expected to have read assigned materials and to have completed
assignments prior to each class. The class discussions/lectures are intended to
emphasize the primary concepts from each reading and to provide an
opportunity to answer any questions that may result from the readings and
assignments. In addition to classroom lectures, students should anticipate
spending time working in the computer laboratory to practice a few IS
applications.
